The Bath and Wells Diocesan Association of Change Ringers
Rules of the Association
(Further guidance notes are available on the Association Website)
Objects
1. The Society shall be called The Bath and Wells Diocesan Association of Change Ringers and its objects shall be:
i. Recognition of the true position of ringers as Church workers and the encouragement of ringing for Divine Service.
ii. Promotion of the art of church bell ringing within the Bath & Wells Diocese, especially by giving support and training to ringers when requested.
iii. To support the maintenance, restoration and ringing of church bells within the Bath & Wells Diocese by the provision of an Advisory Service and a Ringing Support Fund
iv. Promotion of fellowship between ringers.
Constitution
2. The Association shall be affiliated to the Central Council of Church Bell Ringers (CCCBR) and shall observe the rules and decisions of the Council.
3. The Bishop of Bath and Wells shall be ex-officio President and the Suffragan Bishop of Taunton, the Dean of Wells, and the Archdeacons of Bath, Wells and Taunton shall be ex-officio Vice-presidents. There may be other elected Vice-presidents.
4. The Association shall hold an Annual General Meeting (AGM) within six months of the end of each financial year; the AGM will:
i. be chaired by the Master, or in their absence the Deputy Master
ii. require a quoracy of twenty voting members
iii. be minuted, with minutes available on the Association’s website
iv. approve accounts of the Association and the Ringing Support Fund
v. elect officers to promote and deliver the aims of the Association. At a minimum these officers will include a Master, Deputy Master, General Secretary, Treasurer, Tower Advisor, Education Officer, Ringing Support Fund Officer, Safeguarding Officer, Data Control Officer and representatives to the CCCBR. Candidates for election to Tower Advisory roles must be approved in advance by the General Committee.
vi. in the case of voting, a simple majority will be required (unless agreed otherwise in advance), and in the case of a tie the Chair will have the casting vote.
5. The Association will be supported by an Executive and a General Committee, who may appoint sub- committees as required.
i. The Executive comprises The Master, General Secretary and Treasurer, and will conduct the day  to day business of the Association
ii. The General Committee comprises the elected officers together with a representative from each of the Association’s Branches (Rule 9).
iii. The General Committee will provide an elected forum to consider Association business, making  recommendations to its membership as required. Specifically the General Committee will approve the Association’s annual budget, and elect new Honorary Life Members
iv. The General Committee may co-opt up to two additional members where required for specific      reason
v. Quoracy for the General Committee will be eight, with at least 50% of those present being elected Association Officers.
6. The financial year of the Association shall run from 1st January to 31st December.
7. Association finances will operate through bank accounts in the Association’s name, managed by the  Treasurer, and where a minimum of two elected officer are required to pay monies from the account(s).
8. The Association shall appoint an Independent Examiner to give transparent assurance on its financial and related activities.
9. The Association shall be organised in Branches, who will ensure they have the structures needed to support the administration of the Association’s membership and financial affairs. Each Branch at a minimum will elect a representative for membership of the Association’s General Committee (Rule 5ii).
10. In the event that members agree to dissolve the Association, the General Committee will transfer any remaining funds, after payment of all liabilities, to another Association affiliated to the CCCBR.
Membership
11. The membership shall consist of General Members, Junior Members, Associate Members, Honorary Life Members, Members Emeritus and Non-Resident Life Members
i. General Members reside in the Diocese or are regular members of a tower affiliated to the Association, and:
a. May be proposed at the discretion of their Tower Captain, tutor, or other member of good standing in the Branch.
b. May be elected at any Branch meeting, whether or not they are present.
c. May be active in the Branch, but unattached to a particular tower.
d. Accept the requirement for annual membership subscription.
e. Accept the requirement for the completion of a new member and GDPR Form.
f. Re-election will be required if subscription payments lapse for more than one year.
g. May transfer to Non-Resident Life Member status if they cease to be resident or affiliated to an Association tower.
h. Membership may be suspended or withdrawn at the discretion of the General Committee, in which case there shall be a right of appeal to that body.
ii. Junior Members pay an annual fee set at 50% of the General Member fee. Junior Members transfer to General Membership status at the next January 1st after their 18th birthday.
iii. Associate Members are those non-ringers, or ringers who are not currently active, who support and wish to be associated with the aims of the Association. The election terms and processes are identical to those for General Members.
iv. Honorary Life Members (HLM) shall be elected by the General Committee for outstanding services to the Association and the Art of Ringing. Upon election the Member ceases to be required to pay annual subscriptions.
v. Member Emeritus provides for long standing General Members (minimum ten years fully paid membership) who are unable to ring due to illness or infirmity but wish to continue to support the Objects of the Association. Upon transfer no further annual subscriptions will be due from the Member.
vi. Non-Resident Life Members are those who have either transferred from General Member status or those who wish to ring a peal credited to the Association. These members:
a. Shall make a single subscription equivalent to the annual ordinary subscription. This is waived if transferring from resident member and at least three years subscriptions have been paid.
b. Where prior to a peal attempt, can only be elected when at least half the band are HLM or General Members of the Association.
c. Are not eligible for office or vote at Association or Branch meetings
d. May choose to have a continuing relationship with the Association by completing a Membership Form, together with a GDPR form to consent for their contact details to be held.
e. May seek transfer to General Membership via normal election process (Rule 9i above) in the appropriate Branch.
Membership and Affiliation Fees
12. PCCs and other charitable organisations entrusted with the care of churches shall be invited to pay an affiliation fee annually for each tower with a ring of bells. The recommended fee shall be decided annually by the Annual General Meeting. Affiliation is one of the pre-requisite requirements for grant aid eligibility from the Ringing Support Fund (although unaffiliated towers may request and receive Tower Advisory Service inspections).
13. Membership Fee (subscription) rates shall be decided annually at a General Meeting of the Association, to take effect from the beginning of the next financial year.
Safeguarding
14. It is the responsibility of all members to ensure that our towers and ringing activities are safe for children, young people and vulnerable adults.
15. Individual towers and members must ensure they are aware of and compliant with their local Church Safeguarding policies and follow Diocesan guidelines and requirements.
16. The Association has an elected Safeguarding Officer who can provide further advice and information.
17. In the event of any safeguarding concerns the Parish, Diocesan and Association safeguarding officers must be informed.
Health and Safety
18. Bands comprising Association members should ensure they are aware of and compliant with their local church health and safety policies and procedures.
Ringing Support Fund
19. In accordance with Object iii the Association maintains a Ringing Support Fund. The Fund is an Incorporated Charitable Organisation and is governed through its own objects and rules. Decisions on the award of grants are made by the Fund Trustees. An annual report on its activity is presented to the General Committee.
Training
20. To support Object ii the Association has an elected Education Officer and Deputy Education Officer(s), supported by financial resources from the Association’s General Fund.
21. The Association Education Officer works closely with the Deputies and the Branch Education Officers to support Object ii.
Striking Competitions
22. To encourage the quality of its art and the fellowship of its members the Association shall seek to hold inter-Branch striking competitions each year. Normally these will include 6 bell competitions and 8 bell competitions.
23. Each Branch shall make its own arrangements for the selection of its representative teams in         accordance with individual competition rules.
24. Competition rules will be kept under review and will be published on the Association website, together with competition arrangements at the appropriate time each year.
Peals
25. All ringers must be members of the Association for the peal to be recorded by the Association, with at least half of those participating being General or Honorary Life Members.
26. The Association reserves the right to refuse to accept any peals which, in the opinion of the Standing Committee together with the Peal Secretary, may bring the Association into disrepute.
27. Each year the AGM will recommend a suggested, per rope, peal donation to the Ringing Support Fund.
28. A list of peals rung for the Association each year will be published in the Annual Report, with full details available via the Association’s website.
Changes to Rules
29. The Association rules will be formally reviewed every five years by the General Committee, reporting the results of this review to the next AGM for decision. The next review will be considered at the 2025 AGM.
30. Any member may propose a rule change at any time, via their Branch General Committee representative. Such proposals will be brought to the next General Committee for consideration and recommendation for decision at the next AGM.
These rules were updated and agreed at the Association’s Annual General Meeting on 8th May 2021

The Bath & Wells Ringing Support Fund
Rules of the Fund
Objects
1. The Bath & Wells Ringing Support Fund operates as an incorporated Charity, regulated by the Charities Commission. The Charity Registration Number is 273962 and Inland Revenue Reference is XN 44116. Its objects shall be:
i. The provision of support to a tower advisory service as relating to the maintenance and repair of church bell Installations
ii. The provision of support to education activities as relating to the instruction of new and developing bands to promote the art of church bell ringing, augmenting the training support available through the Association Education Officer.
iii. The provision of grant aid toward the repair and renovation of church bells and their fittings
iv. The provision of grant aid toward sound control where this is recommended as beneficial to the community surrounding the church tower
v. The provision of grant aid towards augmentation of church peals where this is seen as increasing the opportunity for ringing for divine service or promoting the art of church bell ringing
vi. The provision of grant aid towards training facilities where these are beneficial to training new bands or where they have wider training benefit across the local Branch
Governance
1. Object iii of the Rules of the Bath and Wells Diocesan Association of Change Ringers requires that the Association provides a Ringing Support Fund to support the furtherance of it Objects.
2. The fund is a self-standing Charity, and therefore requires its own Governance. In order to maintain the connection with the Association and its Objects and Rules, the Trustees of the Fund are the Master (Chair), the General Secretary, The Treasurer, The Ringing Support Fund Officer, The Tower Advisor and the Education Officer. The Trustees shall have the power to co-opt up to two further Trustees, who are confirmed each year, but may serve a maximum of five years.
3. Decisions on grant awards from the fund are made by the Trustees and can be made at any time. Decisions will be reported on an annual basis to the General Committee.
4. The Fund will be administered on a day to day basis by the Ringing Support Fund Officer.
5. The Association’s Treasurer will also act as Treasurer for the Fund.
6. The financial year for the fund will be 1st January to 31st December.
Eligibility
7. Eligibility for grant aid is restricted to those Churches within the Diocese of Bath & Wells who are affiliated to the Association
8. Consideration will also be given to churches within the Diocese under the care of an appropriate registered charity, where this charity is affiliated to the Association, and where the bells are either of significant historical importance or an opportunity for the development of an Association Training Facility exists.
9. Eligibility additionally requires evidence of the payment of at least five years affiliation fees and a written undertaking to continue affiliation for a minimum of a further five years. Where a prospective applicant has not been affiliated for five years a single payment to bring the fee paid up to the affiliation requirement may be made at the time of formal request for grant aid.
Consideration & Approval
10. Applications for grant support for works on towers or bells must be led by the Incumbent or PCC Secretary. Where the church is in the care of a registered charity the application must be made by an authorised Trustee of that charity.
11. Works to bells, frames or structures is subject to the Church of England Faculty process. Evidence of the appropriate approval level is a precursor to the approval of any grant.
12. Where the support requested is for bell maintenance, repair, sound control or augmentation an inspection by the Tower Advisory Service will be required, this is an essential requirement, and forms a part of the application process.
13. Where the support requested is related to Education or Training a recommendation from the Education Officer will form a part of the application process.
14. Grant support must not be assumed prior to decision by the Trustees.
15. Consideration will not normally be given to support for works undertaken prior to any grant application (see also rule 16).
16. If emergency repairs are required urgent inspections can usually be arranged, and a fast track approval process used. The waiving of this requirement may only be made in extreme and rare cases by the Association’s Tower Advisor and would require a compelling reason.
17. Grant funding can only be applied to the specific works approved. Where works outside the agreed scope become necessary these must be prior approved before funding can be assumed.
18. All works must be completed within two years from the date of grant approval unless a specific extension has been approved by the Trustees.
19. Works to bells, frames and other structures must be completed to the satisfaction of the Tower Advisor before final funding is released.
20. Support for training must be completed to the satisfaction of the Education Officer before final funding is released.
21. Generally funding is released upon satisfactory completion of the approved project. In exceptional cases where staged payments were approved by the Trustees, these are subject to full claw back in the event of satisfactory completion not being achieved.

GENERAL SECRETARY’S THOUGHTS 
Dear friends,
Despite a little flurry which caused at least one band to withdraw from the striking competition, 2023 was the year when the pandemic had at last begun to move into history. The pandemic was undoubtedly an awful time, lasting three years, and affecting so many people, and for some that effect was lifechanging: losses of loved ones or the impact on health from long covid,  for others it was the closure of businesses or lost jobs. Already for most of us that time seems a long time ago, but in that period, life changed for all of us. But it was a time when we also learnt much about simple humanity, about our dependence on others, or conversely how we could help others. Like other periods of great trauma in history there was much to learn, and much to be grateful for, and if those good things that happened could remain as part of normal life, how much better life would be. In our Association this is no different, we lost many members through that period, ringers who when the enforced silence of our bells ended did not return. We became increasingly dependent on each other for keeping our bells ringing, there has been an increase in, for example inter-tower co-operation, particularly in ‘Benefice Bands’ becoming more common. Ringing is by definition a team activity, we depend on each other whether in appeal, a quarter, on Sunday’s or practices, and visiting nearby towers on occasion has always been popular, but I think this has become more of a norm, and many of us now routinely associate ourselves with more than one tower. This is all to the good, not only to ensure our bells ring out, but also in sustaining and building our ringing communities; at home we are fortunate to have many ringing friends who come often to our Friday practice, and I know how much more fulfilling, and fun, it is when they come. We all have much to learn and much to give when we join with others. My hope for 2024 is that we all continue to learn from our friends across the Association and by equal measure we all continue to give to our friends across the Association.

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Description automatically generated]It is always with great sadness that we remember those of our family that have gone to ring the greatest ring of all; we said our sad farewells to 31 members in 2023, and at the time of writing we have lost 6 more faithful servants this year. They are remembered by name elsewhere in this report; however, our thoughts remain with their families and friends. On a brighter note, 107 new members were reported during 2023, which by any standard is excellent news. I am indebted to those across our Branches who have shown me so much patience, and given me so much help over the last year, particularly in the work to review and confirm our membership records; at the commencement of 2023 we had an overall resident membership of 1,614 and it is very pleasing that our overall resident membership has grown over the year to 1,647, a 2% increase – not huge, but after a few years of shrinking numbers nevertheless very welcome. With 25 new members joining in the first quarter of 2024, we hope this will be another year of growth.


EDUCATION OFFICER’S REPORT
2022 was the first full year of ringing since the pandemic began. During that year ringers gradually returned and, especially for the less experienced, completed the daunting task of re-learning the many skills that had been forgotten. Those who surmounted this mountain deserve great credit and were able to reap the reward of their perseverance in 2023. This was the year in which many ringers were able to enjoy the excitement of moving forwards in their ringing once again. It was a very similar story for our Branches. Having spent 2022 encouraging towers and ringers back after Covid, supporting their recovery, and re-starting Branch activities, 2023 saw a full year of Branch activities once again. 
Alongside this it has been brilliant to see exciting developments across the Association. In the Glaston Branch a teaching centre for the Branch has been opened in Street, and training work has begun there. With the success of the ringing hub at Pitcombe in the Cary Branch, started in 2022, a second hub was started at Barton St David in 2023. All these projects were supported by funding for simulators from the Association. An open day organised at Martock in the Ilchester Branch in order to develop a new band has resulted in twelve people being taught to ring. The fortnightly learners practice developed at Badgworth in the Axbridge Branch in 2022 has developed to become a weekly practice; the Chew Branch has started a weekly learners practice using the simulator funded by the Association at Backwell; and the Crewkerne Branch has doubled the number of learners attending their monthly learners practice to fifteen. The Bridgwater Branch has started a monthly 12-bell practice on the new 12 in Bridgwater, the Bath Branch has been ringing quarter peals for its younger members, the Frome Branch continues to host the Association Listening and Rhythm Workshop, and the Dunster and Taunton Branches continue to offer a wide range of learning opportunities.
The Edna Grabham Memorial Education Fund funded a recruitment event for the Association using the Charmborough Ring. The ring was set up in South Petherton Church. More than 50 ringers turned up to support the event, the ring was in use continuously for three hours, and at one point there were over 100 people in church. A good number of people were recruited to learn, and some lapsed ringers promised to return as well.

Recruitment across the Association is generally going very well and being well-supported by the continued development of training centres, simulators, and weekly learners and improvers practices. 
Behind these developments, of course, are the really keen and enthusiastic members of our branches leading this progress, and our very grateful thanks go to them. 
As a result of discussion at Education Officers Meetings it was decided that help was needed in the Branches in two areas. The first was for new Tower Captains or Tower Organisers, and the second was for people needing to teach the learners that were coming forward as towers were short of ringers. It was decided that the Association would run workshops covering these two areas. Four workshops have been run so far, two covering the north and central part of the Association, and another two covering the Western part of the Association. Further courses will follow throughout 2024. These are all exciting developments for both the Branches and the Association and we look forward to very positive outcomes from them all.

The winners were Durham and Newcastle Young Ringers who scored 9.5. A method ringing competition took place at All Saints Huntingdon where Winchester and Portsmouth Young Ringers took the trophy with a score of 9.5. The competitions are just a part of a festival of ringing for the young people. They also rang on mini rings, on handbells and at other towers in York including The Minster, where at least two of our band got the opportunity to ring the tenor. Mellisa Hunt was invited back to ring for Sunday Service. On the Saturday evening they enjoyed pizza and joined in quizzes and games.

Young ringers from across the Association were invited to practices organised by Jan Wyatt to prepare for the National Youth Competition. Former Young Ringers. Marcus Ham continues to ring in the Axbridge Branch when back from university. George Wyatt is still the Tower Maintenance Contact for the Chew Branch. From the Crewkerne Branch Frank Agar has followed Josh Jones to ring at university. Sam Shead is Ringing Master at Wells in the Glaston Branch. Rose-Anne Kimber from the Taunton Branch rings at Chester Cathedral. It is always good to hear that the young ringers we have taught are still ringing. Tower Maintenance Contacts (TMCs). With ringing back to normal after the pandemic it is good to see our TMC’s active in almost all our branches. In the Axbridge Branch the TMC has completed checks at Rodney Stoke, Biddisham and Shipham, and made arrangements to solve a problem with the tenor at Shipham. In the Bridgwater Branch general checks have been completed at Othery and Nether Stowey, where a stay was also fixed; at Wembdon help was given with stays and sliders; at Durleigh with a sound control rope and fitting muffles; at Spaxton it was roping advice, at Middlezoy a frame and headstock check and advice, and at Chedzoy advice on a broken slider. In the Cary Branch checks were carried out at Castle Cary, Pitcombe and Shepton Montague; and in the Chew Branch at Kingston Seymour. In the Crewkerne Branch checks were carried out at Ilton, Hinton St George and Kingston, with the clapper being quarter turned at Kingston. In the Taunton Branch the restoration work was completed at North Curry Church by Taylors, assisted by the TMC; inspections were carried out at Ashbrittle, Cheddon Fitzpaine, Corfe, Heathfield, Orchard Portman and Trull; work was carried out on the clappers at Bathealton and Kittisford; on the ropes at Sampford Arundel; the pulley boxes at Sampford Arundel, Corfe, Holy Trinity Taunton, and Pitminster; and at St James, Taunton, the tops of the crown staples were drilled out and R-rings put in.                                                                                                                                                                   
Training Teachers of Ringing. A lot of very hard work continues to be done to increase the number of teachers of ringing within the Association. Those teachers who were already training before the pandemic have been given time extensions to complete the modules that they were working on then. Another Module 2 course was run during 2023 and a Module 1 Course will be run in early 2024. A total of 8 Mentors and 25 Teachers have completed the award from across the Association.                                                                                                                                                                             
Learning the Ropes. As part of the ART Course the New Teachers and their Mentors have to teach new ringers. The ringers that they teach are able to take part in a progressive scheme called ‘Learning the Ropes’. This is divided into five levels. In 2022 much time was spent helping ringers to get back to what they were ringing before the pandemic and therefore only 15 certificates were awarded. This year as ringers began to progress again at pre-pandemic levels 40 certificates were awarded. The Bridgwater Branch awarded 3 Level 1’s; The Dunster Branch awarded 6 Level 1’s, and 5 Level 2’s; and the Taunton Branch awarded 8 Level 1’s, 7 Level 2’s, 5 Level 3’s and 6 Level 4’s. Since work on the award began the Association has awarded 233 Level 1, 140 Level 2, 49 Level 3, 36 level 4, and 14 Level 5.                                                                                                                                                                   
Courses Organised by the Branches This Year. 104 courses have been organised this year. This very important activity is back to pre-Covid numbers – Axbridge – Kewstoke, Locking, Rodney Stoke, Rowberrow, Wick; Bath – Bath Abbey, Bath, Christ Church; Cary – Various towers on request; Chew – Chew Magna, Stanton Drew; Crewkerne – Chard, Curry Rivel, Hinton St George; Dunster – Crowcombe, Dunster; Frome – Compton Dando, Norton St Philip and Nunney all at High Littleton; Ilchester – Martock, Odcombe; Taunton – Ashbrittle, Bathealton, Kittisford, Norton Fitzwarren, Staplegrove, Taunton Holy Trinity, Stawley and Taunton Minster.                                                                                                                                                    
Other Branch Events with Learning Opportunities. Most of our Branches, Axbridge, Bridgwater, Cary, Chew, Crewkerne, Dunster, Ilchester and Taunton have a regular monthly practice. They were joined this year by the Bath Branch which tried out the idea last year, found it successful, and has continued it this year. Only four of our Branches managed to organise a Branch outing compared with most branches before Covid. Axbridge held two outings a walk and ring and an ‘up-and-comers’; the Crewkerne, Dunster and Taunton Branches had an outing; and the Chew Branch had a walking outing. The Bridgwater Branch held two tower outings and hope to progress to a Branch Outing next year.                                                                                                                                                                                
Special Practices Organised by the Branch Providing Learning Opportunities. These might be arranged weekly (W), fortnightly (F), monthly (M) or occasionally (O), and provide very valuable learning experiences. It is excellent to see that these practices are also up to pre-Covid levels. 12-bell (Bridgwater M, Taunton M); 10-bell (Chew O); surprise major (Bath, Chew M, Glaston M, Taunton F); Advanced 8-bell (Crewkerne M); 8-bell (Bridgwater M, Dunster M); 8-bell plain methods (Taunton M); Triples (Bath); Surprise Minor (Taunton M); Advanced 6-bell (Dunster M); Red Pathway (Cambridge Minor and beyond) (Cary M); Advanced 6-bell (Crewkerne M); Blue Pathway (Bob Doubles and beyond)  (Cary, M); moving from 6 to 8-bell ringing (Bridgwater O); improvers (Dunster W); and learners (Axbridge W, Cary M, Crewkerne, Dunster two W, Ilchester W, Taunton two W). The Ilchester Branch rang quarter peals most weeks for people trying to progress.
Branch Striking Competitions. These competitions were still well down this year. Before Covid all branches were holding a striking competition, but this year only the Axbridge, Bridgwater, Ilchester and Taunton Branches held one. EDNA GRABHAM MEMORIAL EDUCATION FUND TRUSTEES REPORT
At our Annual Mee􀀁ng we decided that we wanted to do something to help gain new, preferably young, recruits.  Our plan was to pay for a mini ring to be taken to a school event or a village fete somewhere and to provide enough ringers to man it. This was not as easy it we expected, but eventually a chance mee􀀁ng with the new Rector at South Petherton solved the problem.  She suggested that we could make an event specially as a recruitment drive.  A date was chosen, The Charmborough Ring was booked, and The Friday Band ringers agreed to work with the EGMEF Trustees to run the day.  Our plan to have the mini ring on the church lawn had to be changed as there were gales and ﬂoods forecast, so the ring was constructed inside the church. An exhibition was laid out and there was lots of tea and cake which was provided free to everyone, paid for from the South Petherton Bell Fund.  Literally hundreds of people turned up! All were encouraged to have a go on the mini ring, and members of The Friday Band were also in the tower giving people a go on the church bells. Those who expressed an interest in learning to ring have since been having lessons and are now ringing very presentable Rounds and Call Changes. In addition to this event, the EGMEF Trustees have paid for the hoodies and tee shirts for the Association’s young ringers who travelled to York for the national competition. We also oﬀered to help anyone who would like to go on a residential course.  Sadly this didn’t happen as none of those who applied for the Bradﬁeld Course got a place. We intended paying for the food for the Young Ringers’ day at Haselbury Plucknett, but all the food was donated by members of the Ilchester Branch.
The Trust continues to maintain and update www.treblesgoing.org.uk which is now used by people across the country.  We are grateful to David Ledger who provides the technical support.
Anyone, young or old, can apply for a grant to help them to improve their ringing, but this year there were no applicants.  The Trustees welcome applications for grants for individuals, or for those organising events for learners at all levels.

TOWER ADVISOR’S REPORT
The ﬁfteen inspections and reports undertaken in the last Association year were allocated and carried out on a geographic basis by myself and Bernard North, to whom I am grateful. Of the ﬁfteen inspections carried out twelve were Initial visits, requested by PCCs prior to any work being undertaken; the remaining three being ﬁnal inspections to conﬁrm the completed work prior to Association grant money being released. The twelve initial inspections included maintenance recommendations at Twerton, Highbridge and Seavington St Mary. Rope guides were recommended at Cutcombe.  Maintenance, clock mechanism and clock hammer repair were required at Marston Magna.  A rehang on new metal headstocks was recommended for Hinton St George. Trull’s plans to rehang with new ﬁttings in a new cast iron frame were supported. All was found secure at West Huntspill following Tower repair work. Complete refurbishment and rehang was recommended for Nempnett Thrubwell.  The cracked 6th bell is to be replaced at Portishead and the loose gudgeon plate was examined and subsequently resolved at Shipham. The augmentation from 5 to 6 was supported at Farleigh Hungerford. The three ﬁnal inspections conﬁrmed the successful rehang at East Harptree, the augmentation from 6 to 8 at Nunney and the installation of the new 8 at North Curry.

SAFEGUARDING OFFICER’S REPORT
Our Association is committed to ensuring that our procedures comply with the safeguarding guidelines issued by the CCCBR, the Diocese, and legal requirements. The guidance provided on our up-dated safeguarding website page includes direct references from these sources. It must be emphasised that our towers within the Bath & Wells Diocese or the Bristol Diocese (i.e. excluding bells in private ownership or in the care of The Churches Conservation Trust) operate within the policies laid down by the Diocese. Those policies will include the authority of the relevant PCC’s and PCC appointed Safeguarding Officers, and will include minimum training requirements for ringers, particularly Tower Captains and those involved in training. It is important that ringers familiarize themselves with those policies and know who the local Safeguarding Officer is.    
 
Diocesan matters
The diocesan safeguarding team has maintained stability over the last year. Since my resignation from the post of Safeguarding Officer I have not had a meeting with them. However, we continue to monitor known offenders and have maintained our lines of communication when issues of concern have been raised by our members.
They have been trialling a system to monitor and evaluate the compliance with Safeguarding Policy and Practice guidance through the use of Parish Dashboards. The Parish Dashboard is an online system accessed on a mobile phone, tablet or computer that gives assurance to parishes that they are complying with statutory requirements and Church of England policies, or else it explains what actions need to be taken. Approximately 50% of parishes are already using the dashboard. From 2024, in Bath & Wells, there will be a requirement that Parish Dashboards are used in all churches. It’s an easy-to-use tool for Parish Safeguarding Officers to see an overview of their parish at a glance and this safeguarding information can then be shared with their incumbent, churchwardens or other authorised users. By using the dashboard it is easy to identify who needs training and the dates when further training is required. The Diocesan Safeguarding Manager, Ben Goodhind, can be reached on 01749 588917.
Emergencies 
If you have a concern that a child or vulnerable adult may be at risk of serious harm please call the police immediately on 999. Then please contact your Paish/Benefice Safeguarding Officer, and in the event that this is not possible please contact  thirtyone:eight’s safeguarding Helpline on 0303 003 1111 for emergency safeguarding queries. The Diocese of Bath & Wells are working in partnership with 'thirtyone:eight' to provide this out of hours service. An Information Sharing Agreement between the two organisations will allow for the team to receive a copy of the advice thirtyone:eight may offer the caller, so that appropriate follow up and support can be offered to the caller/situation on the team’s return to the office. Please note, this out of hours service is only for emergencies and not to discuss matters such as training or DBS applications.
Training 
You need to refresh your safeguarding training every three years at your highest level of safeguarding training. NB you will not be mandated to refresh levels below this.
It is up to each Diocese to decide which bellringers should complete safeguarding training, and to what level. The Bath & Wells Diocesan Safeguarding Manager continues to require that all ringers will need to complete the Basic Awareness Course and in addition all Tower Captains the Foundation Course. Both of these can be completed online (see below). For those unable to do courses online, you will need to inform your Parish's Safeguarding Officer that this is the case, along with notifying the Association Safeguarding Officer.
· Basic Awareness Safeguarding Training (known previously as CO). 
To do this course go to 'Church of England Safeguarding Training Portal' http://safeguardingtraining.cofeportal.org then once you have registered for an account, ‘Online Training courses’, and follow the links for Basic Awareness.
· Foundation Safeguarding Training (known previously as C1).
To do this course go to 'Church of England Safeguarding Training Portal' http://safeguardingtraining.cofeportal.org ‘Online Training courses’ and follow the links for Foundation Training.
· Leadership Course (previously C2/C3). Tower Captains will only need to undertake the if they work in high profile venues, such as cathedrals, or are involved in training children. 
The diocese is now using Eventbrite for training bookings - this allows you to browse live availability, book your place online and amend your bookings. The system will also send you confirmations, reminders and post-course information. If there is an issue with you booking the course direct, please contact the Safeguarding Administration Assistant at Bath & Wells, email: training.safeguarding@bathells.anglican.org. It will be up to each Parish's Safeguarding Officer to ensure that the correct level of training is completed, so please contact them in the first instance about your training needs.

BRANCH REPORTS

Axbridge

Monthly Branch Practices were arranged by our Ringing Master Felicity Mussell on 4th Saturday in the month and they remain popular. Everyone welcome. Felicity suggested a couple of Methods to focus on each month, along with the usual methods for all abilities. 
Monthly Educa􀀁on practices were arranged by our Educa􀀁on Oﬃcer John Dunstone on 1st Saturday morning in the month. These have continued to attract a lot of support, and with coffee break & biscuits, they have become sociable occasions with friendship and a community atmosphere.  
The Branch striking competition in April was held at Hutton and our AGM in October was held at Banwell. Thank you to both of these towers for their efforts in hosting these events.  We sent a 6 and 8 bell team to the Association Striking Competitions at Pen Selwood in September and both came a very respectable 2nd in the competitions.  
Another high-profile event was the King’s Coronation on 6th May, with bells ringing throughout the Branch.
The summer months brought the outdoor life, with our Walk & Ring in July, starting at High Ham on 6 bells, then walking along the River Parrett between Aller (6), Langport (6) ending at Huish Episcopi (8), finished off nicely with the ever-popular Cream Tea.  More food was consumed overlooking the coast at the picturesque Uphill tower, where the summer Education practice was held, and a bring-your-own picnic. 
Weekly ringing at Badgworth tower is now established and offers a particular focus on bell handling skills for beginners on Thursday mornings. By the end of the year they had moved onto learning methods.  Blagdon tower also did recruitment and training to boost their band. 
We have a number of young ringers across the Branch, being supported by Banwell, the Brent Knoll group, Locking and Wedmore. With many people being supported in their local towers, and a weekly venue for focussing on bell handling skills, it feels the branch ends 2023 on an optimistic note, with a recognised pathway for learning good bellringing skills for new and young learners.

Bath 
It has been another quiet year for Branch activities generally. Although the practices were individually well attended, it is regretful that it is generally the same faces were seen, meaning that only around 20% of the Branch membership supported Branch activities in the year. We are trying to think how we can reach more of our membership. Many of the ringers themselves are very active, particularly in peals and quarters, but also in keeping our bells ringing, that said around 50% of our ringable towers have limited or no ringing at the current time.

There is much to do in the coming year to reach out to more of our members and to see more of our towers able to ring, particularly for services.

2023 was a year that saw the return to more normal levels of activity after the pandemic. We were delighted to see work completed on four projects and these grants have been fully paid, congratulations to all involved in those projects. New grants were awarded to five projects and we wish those involved in these every success. Looking at the balances available across the seven years here reported it is easy to see the impact of lower activity in 2020 and particularly in 2021 with the catch up in completed works happening in 2023. 
None of the work we do as a fund would be possible without the very income we receive into the fund, and on everyone’s behalf I would like to thank the PCCs who choose to affiliate themselves to our Association, to all of the generous people who have made donations this year, both as individuals and collectively through Branch fund raising, and peal ringers making very welcome contributions too. QUARTER PEAL SECRETARY’S REPORT
The total number of quarter peals rung during the period 1 January 2023 to 31 December 2023 and published in the Ringing World or on BellBoard was 798. These were rung in 198 towers. This quarter peal report only includes those quarter peals submitted to BellBoard, those that are neither published online or in the Ringing World are therefore excluded from the analysis. There was an increase of 85 quarters rung in the last 12 months but in 19 less towers than the previous year, the numbers rung are still below those rung prior to the pandemic despite a considerable number being rung for the King’s Coronation. It is encouraging to see so many ringers ringing their first quarter, conducting their first quarter peal or progressing to their first inside.
The three leading towers were Bathwick, Chilcompton and Great Orchard Campanile. Bathwick rang 39 quarters, followed by Chilcompton (37) and Great Orchard (32).
There were 2 quarters of Minimus, 1 of Minimus and Minor, 293 of Doubles (of which 55 were Grandsire, 9 Stedman and 55 Plain Bob), 1 of Doubles and Minor, 256 of Minor (of which 154 were Surprise and 44 were Plain Bob ), 77 of Triples (of which 42 were Grandsire and 8 Stedman), 122 of Major (of which 102 were Surprise and 12 were Plain Bob), 22 of Caters (of which 14 were Grandsire and 5 Stedman), 15 of Royal (12 of which were Surprise), 5 of Cinques and 4 of Maximus.
21 members rang their first quarter peal, 15 members rang their first inside and on 352 occasions someone rang something new. 3 members conducted their first quarter peal and 55 members conducted a new method. 22 quarter peals were rung on handbells, 1 at Bath (Longthorne Place), 2 at Burnham on Sea (Jaycroft Road), 1 at Congresbury (Elmwood), 1 at Evercreech (Halcyon), 2 at Leigh on Mendip (Red Beech), 1 at Long Ashton (Heath Ridge), 1 at Yatton (Wheatear Road), 1 at Wells (Wood Close) and 12 at Wells, St.Cuthbert’s. 70 quarters were rung to celebrate the Coronaton of their Majesties King Charles III and Queen Camilla.

PEAL SECRETARY’S REPORT
Peals rung in 2023.  A total of 123 peals were rung for the Association in 2023. Considering there was a Coronation which would be expected to signiﬁcantly increase the number rung, this is a somewhat disappointing total and only 30 more than 2022. It does seem to demonstrate a lack of strength in depth of advanced ringing in Somerset. 
This annual report contains a summary list of peals rung during the year (and one late peal from 2022) and full details are available from the Association web site in the form of a downloadable PDF (portable document format) ﬁle. This has a number of advantages over a print copy as it is searchable and contains a number of links to other online information. Each peal is linked to its Bellboard record where more information, for example photos of the band may be available. There are also some links to the tower details on Dove and the composition used where that was given via Bellboard. Full details of all Association peals rung in recent years are also available by searching Bellboard and much statistical information is available through Pealbase.
Of the 123 peals rung during the year, only 5 were on handbells. Of the 118 tower bell peals all, bar 6, were rung within the Diocese with 37 of these rung on private small rings of bells. The 81 which were rung in churches within the Diocese were rung at 37 diﬀerent towers, with the most pealed towers being Marston Bigot with 11 and Ston Easton with 10. The Coronation gave the opportunity for peals to be rung in rare towers and some bands exploited this with the ﬁrst peals on the bells at Badgworth, Brean and Charlton Adam. The ﬁrst peals were also rung on the augmented six at Stanton Drew and the new eight at North Curry. Kingston Seymour had its ﬁrst peal since 1987, Bathford its ﬁrst since 1993 and  Freshford and Clevedon St John their ﬁrst since 2000. 
The main event of national signiﬁcance during the year was, of course the Coronation of King Charles III and Queen Camilla, which generated a lot of extra ringing, although this was not particularly reﬂected in the number of extra peals; only 15 peals had footnotes mentioning the Coronation but about 4 times more towers had quarters for the Coronation and many more just open ringing.
During the year several prominent members of the Association died and were remembered in the peals rung. Early in the year saw the death of Ron Ballam, long-􀀂me tower captain at Congresbury. Former Chew Branch Chairman David James died in April  and  Brian Mountjoy died in May, Brian had rung 728 peals for the Association and conducted 415 of them and had been tower captain at St John's Glastonbury. He was the Association's fourth leading conductor.  Michael Callow of Clevedon and Eric Davey of Backwell also died in May and were remembered in peals. In December Rob Beck of Chilcompton passed away; he had rung in a peal earlier in the year to mark the 100th anniversary of his father's ﬁrst peal. Robert rang 1425 peals for the Association, conducting 7 of them, and was the Association's third leading peal ringer.  Other peals remembered people who had died in previous years, such as David Purnell, Jeﬀ Knipe, Michael Pomeroy and Debbie Parfrey.
As usual the peals contained a number of personal footnotes. There were seven ﬁrst pealers for the Association: congratulations to Kevin J Spratling, Jackie K Henderson, Harry J Thorne-Henderson, George O Tomlin, Clara M Waller, Russell J Toogood and Tobias E Viney.  Several ringers reached milestones of peals for the Association: Sam Shead (100),  Ma􀀁hew Higby (400), Michael Spencer (500) and Andrew Ball and Michael Hatchett (600). Signiﬁcant personal totals were reached by Alexander Holroyd (300), Robert Perry (1100), Richard Newman (1200) and Joe Beaumont (1700, and also his 300th as conductor for the Association). There also were many other footnotes too numerous to mention, some with personal milestones and I'm afraid a few with frivolous comments.
Twelve new methods were rung in peals in 2023, 11 of major and 1 of royal.
Leading Ringers this year
Barrie Hendry (56 inc 4 handbell peals), Joe Beaumont (36), Andrew Ball (33), Robert Perry & Sam Shead (32) and Josh Jones (30). Another 11 ringers rang between 20 and 29 peals for the Association during the year, with 23 ringing between 6 and 19. As 143 people rang peals for the Association in 2023 this means there were nearly 100 who rang  5 or less peals and 55 rang only one.   Barrie Hendry  and Sam Shead  were the leading Handbell ringers with 4 each.
Leading Conductors
Joe Beaumont (22), Robert Perry (20), Tony Cox (15) and Richard Newman (12).  These four conductors called over half of all the peals rung for the Association in 2023 and only 18 people conducted peals for the Association in 2023.

4. Information
4.1. Association Striking Competitions
The General Committee had decided it wished to follow the same format as last year, and rules and explanatory notes had been circulated prior to the meeting. The competition will be at the kind invitation of Cary Branch on the last Saturday in September (30th). It will be based at Wincanton (8 bell class) and Pen Selwood (6 bell class) with everyone together for tea and results. Paul Feast had offered to lead on the arrangements for the competition and entries should be communicated direct to him.
4.2. Update on new Website
The Webmasters had sent their apologies for the AGM, however it was reported via the Secretary that progress is being made on the requirements definition of our new website. Paul & Julian had been trawling through other ringing association websites, not to copy them, but to see what they are offering and what works well and not so well; it was reported that our vision is for a best of breed, all new site. It will be produced for us by Will Carey of the Big Dot Co. Whilst the definition phase is not yet complete, new features might include on-line subscription payment, on-line updating of membership details etc, with the database behind this becoming the single source for all membership reporting, including the annual returns.   
4.3. ‘Festival of Ringing’
DP apologised that for the reasons already given he has not been able to progress this idea as he wished, and that 2022 had also been overtaken by events of national importance involving ringing across the country (Jubilee and the death of Her Majesty the Queen). Also it was noted that 2023 has also had great national focus on bellringing as we came together to celebrate the Coronation. Given all these things, and the need to progress admin improvements DP proposed to return to this in 2024. 
4.4. 2024 AGM – Ilchester Branch, Saturday 11th May 2024
Members were asked to note the date and location for the 2024 AGM. The Chair reminded members that they should now be used to the fact that 2nd Saturday in May each year is AGM day, and she asked them to put it on branch calendars, tower calendars and their own calendars now, and make a point that whenever Christmas, or whatever, brings a new calendar this date goes straight on. She emphasised that the point of having a fixed date means that we don’t need any comms to tell us when it is going to be, only where it is going to be. 
5. Other Business
Two items had been notified in advance of the meeting, and a third was requested at the meeting:
5.1. Milverton with Halse, Fitzhead and Ash Priors
This was a proposal from the Master to transfer the tower affiliations and membership of the Milverton with Halse, Fitzhead and Ash Priors Benefice from Taunton Branch to Dunster Branch. The meeting was informed that this has the support of the committees of both the Taunton and the Dunster Branches. 
Keith Beale commented that the members of these towers were not supportive of this change and had no wish to change Branches. As neither the Master nor the representatives of the Taunton committee were present it was felt that this could not be taken further at this meeting. Keith had wished to raise his unhappiness with the overall situation with regard to the Benefice, its members and the Taunton Branch, he had prepared a note for the Master concerning this however, again because the Master and Taunton Committee representatives were unable to be present, Keith did not ask for this to be discussed further at this time.
5.2. Committee Communication 
Glenn Taylor had concerns about the present level of communication between the Committee and the Association’s membership, and clarity in areas of the rules.
It was generally agreed that improved communications would be very beneficial. The Secretary responded that as he had mentioned under the election of officers he felt the need for a committee member dedicated to the role of internal and external communications, and would undertake to develop a draft brief for the role, he hoped a volunteer would be forthcoming. However, he also reminded the meeting that every Branch has a representative on the General Committee, and that the purpose of this role is to maintain the link between the Committee and the Branches, and through Branches to our members. 
As to rules, the meeting agreed that they had only been redrafted two years ago, after a great deal of consultation. That is not to say that they are perfect and further improvements could be made. Members may propose amendments to the rules for consideration at any AGM, and the rules do require a formal review every five years, the next of which will be due during the next two years with the outcome to be submitted for approval at the 2025 AGM. A particular issue is the implementation rules and the processes required to make them work, and the Secretary had produced an accompanying procedures document. He apologised that this had not been posted on the website, he wanted to review it again in the light of experience gained since it was originally drafted, and he hoped that when published it would help.
5.3. Committee Work
Sam Shead asked if he might comment on the work being done by the officers on behalf of the Association’s members. He reminded the meeting that all the officers are volunteers and give freely of their time, and that they do their best and they deserve members thanks for all they do. He paid particular tribute to the Secretary, who despite such a very sad year had remained in office and continued working for the membership. He asked the meeting to join him in a round of applause for the officers.      
5.4. Vote of Thanks
John Hallett gave the vote of thanks, to the Revd Ana Lawrence, for taking the service and allowing us to come to Street, to Charles Pipe-Wolferstan for again playing the organ, to Mike Palmer and Graham Darke for local arrangements, to everyone worked to give us such a splendid tea, and of course to Marilyn Backhurst for stepping in the Chair the meeting.

Annex 3
Proposal to Change the Requirement for New Member Subscription Fees
Current Policy
At present the policy is to collect a full year subscription from new members upon their election. These new members join the annual subscription cycle at the following January, with the exception of members elected during the last quarter who’s fee on election carries them through the following year.   
Issues
The present policy is administratively complicated for Branch Secretaries and Treasurers, and the Association Treasurer and Membership Secretary. The annual subscription cycle is a major exercise requiring collection, recording and banking of fees at Branch level, and identification and recording of banked monies at Association level. In effect this whole process is repeated every time a new member is elected. It is further complicated when members are elected in the last quarter as Branches need to remember not to collect fees from those members in the following January. For new members, excepting those elected in the last quarter, they are presently asked to pay a full year’s subscription for a part year of membership, which seems a little unwelcoming.
Proposal
To have a single subscription collection cycle each year. New members would not be required to pay a fee in the year elected, but to join the normal cycle at the next collection round. This does not represent a rule change, it is a matter of policy, not rules, and hence does not require an AGM membership decision. 
Benefits 
1. New members can be welcomed better by giving them a period of free membership
2. Branch officials would not have to collect, record and bank fees when new members are elected, thus significantly simplifying the Branch financial administration through the year
3. The Association Treasurer would not have to identify and match small subscription amounts through the year.
4. Branch officers and Association Officers will not have to manage the complexity of GMs & JMs elected in the previous last quarter not being required to pay fees
Dis-benefit
There is only one: the loss of fees for new members elected between January and September each year. In 2023 this was 10 GM & 1 JM across the Association, equivalent to £105 in fees, which amounted to 0.7% of the total fee due for 2023.
Action
The General Committee is recommended to approve the proposal that New Members are not charged subscriptions upon election but join the normal cycle of collection at the following January.

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Annex 4
Proposal to Change the Requirement for Payment of Subscription Fees
Current Policy
At present the policy is to collect subscriptions falling due on January 1st by the end of February.    
Issues
The present policy is slow, and being drawn out over two months is unnecessarily burdensome for Branch Treasurers and the Association Treasurer. In a number of Branches the subscriptions are received in small amounts across the two months needing Treasurers to record and bank in drips and drabs. Depending on the timing of receipts the Branches will complete the cycle at varying times leading to equally varying times in the transfer of funds to the Association Bank Account, leading to unnecessary administrative burden for the Association Treasurer in reviewing the account and completing the relevant accounting.   
Collection of subscriptions is a dependency for the finalising of membership numbers and names at the outset of the year to ensure the accuracy of the membership database and the production of the Annual Report and Handbook. The present timescale means that confidence on the database accuracy and commencement of work to complete the Annual Report and Handbook cannot commence until early March, and if there are queries it could be two months before the data had been collected leading to unnecessary difficulty, through the passage of time, in resolving these queries.
This year the accounts have been finalised, inspected, and prepared for publication in time to present to the General Committee meeting. Under the current policy it is not possible to give the meeting membership numbers with absolute confidence or to present the final draft member listing in readiness for review and validation prior to inclusion in the Annual Report and Handbook. 
Proposal
The proposal is to reduce the subscription period to one month. Annual subscriptions fall due on January 1st, and this proposal would ask members to pay subscriptions to the Branch Treasurer, or directly to the Association Account by January 31st. This does not represent a rule change, it is a matter of policy, not rules, and hence does not require an AGM membership decision. 
Benefits 
5. The proposed collection cycle is half the present length, and therefore is a task for Branch Treasurers that will last half as long. 
6. The overall effort required by Branch Treasurers will be reduced as the time taken to bank subs is the same whether it be £10 or £1,000, and so less bankings will be required. Equally the administrative effort in recording and reporting receipts will be reduced. 
7. The Association Treasurer will be able to complete the accounting and reconciliation with regard to subscriptions in less time with less overall effort.
Dis-benefit
There is a risk that this may be unpopular to a small number of members when announced, although the risk is small and likely to be temporary.
Action
The Committee is recommended to approve the subscription collection window to 1st Jan – 31st Jan.

Association Website

This will ease the burden on the webmaster and make it easier to keep information accurate and up to date. Dunster Branch therefore proposes that the website commissioning team should ensure that this function is included in the project specification.

Introduction
We are working with ‘The Big Dot Company’ in the creation and implementation of an all-new website. The website will incorporate many new facilities, for example facilities for authorized Branch Officers to update Membership Records on-line, and for membership subscriptions and peal fees to be paid on-line.    
Our aspiration is that the new BWDACR website should be ‘best of breed’, i.e. setting the standard for bellringing association websites. The present website was leading edge in its day, and it has served us very well, but we believe it to be over twenty years old now and does not offer the facilities available in more modern sites. Our new website will therefore be all new. We have researched other existing association sites, and these are a mixed bag, from the very amateur to professionally produced, and ranging from very simple to much more comprehensive. As stated, our ambition is that our new site will set a new standard. It will be robust, secure, attractive, compelling, and easy to find, navigate and use.
The new website forms a significant part of our modernisation programme, where the digital aspects also include the membership database, on-line payment facilities (for example member subscriptions and peal fees), email management systems, events diary management facilities, and possibly more. Wherever possible these digital facilities will be integrated, although we are investigating the future hosting of our email systems as separate strand of this project. Where on-line actions are part of a process (e.g. the election and registering of a new member), ‘workflow’ processes will be used – i.e. an on-line activity will automatically prompt others who are required to take an action as a part of completing the overall process. 
The information below is work-in-progress and should not therefore be regarded as complete, or final.
Further work to agree the final design requirement is underway, and this will include agreement on costs. Prior to formal quotation it is not commercially sensible to place a budget in the public domain, nevertheless as previously reported adequate funds are being retained in the general fund to finance this work.  
Accessibility
The new website will be accessible via PCs, tablets & mobile phones.
